The Two Rivers Public Health Department Board of Health meeting was called to order at 6:03 p.m. by Dick Pierce, Chairman. Open meeting law was posted and announced by Dick Pierce. Roll call was done by Amy Elwood.  

Krohn requested a change to the agenda to move item number 3 to item number 2. Motion by Rush and Second by Loschen to accept the amended agenda. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Krohn asked for motion to approve the appointment and reappointment of Sue Hunter-Babbit, Priscilla Bragg, Jean Rush, Nancy Garrelts, Dr. Scott Ehresman, and Dr. Jared Walahoski to the Two Rivers Public Health Department Board of Health. Motion by Dr. Embury and Second by Grams to accept the appointment and reappointment of the above members to the TRPRD BOH. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

Nomination and election of 2010 Two Rivers Public Health Department Board of Health Officers. Krohn asked for nominations for the positions of Chair, Vice-Chair, Secretary, and Treasurer. 2009 Officers-Chair-Dick Pierce, Vice-Chair-Glen Monter, Secretary-Sue Hunter, Treasurer-Kerry Teetor. Dr. Embury motioned to re-elect the current slate of officers. Grams Seconded. Roll call vote. Board Members abstained from voting for themselves but voted ayes for the rest. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

Appointment of BOH member to the SALBOH calls on the third Wednesday of every month from 12-1. There were no appointments made. Krohn will contact Sandy Becker to seek her interest. 

Approval of minutes from November 3, 2009. Grams requested a change in the minutes to reflect that the BOH Officers terms expired in January 2010 and not 2008. Motion by Hunter, and Second by Garrelts to approve the minutes from November 3, 2009 with corrections. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

Kris Wright presented the financial report and audit report. December is mid-year for TRPHD. Current budget is at 42% revenue and 36% expenses. This is attributed to H1N1 activities. December was year-end for many of the TRPHD grants/contracts. These are in the process of being closed out. The audit received the highest possible ranking with no findings or issues. The audit is placed on the Mid-Nebraska website. Dr. Embury motioned to approve the financial report. Second by Ehresman. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

TRPHD safety deposit box revision. Karen Lueck and Ed Butler from Community Action were taken off the signature card for the safety deposit box. Currently Krohn and Garrelts are the only signatures for access to the box. Krohn requested the Elwood be placed as another signature on the box. Motion by Hunter and seconded by Grams to allow Elwood to have her signature on the safety deposit box. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

Approval of TRPHD Executive Board decision. Pierce updated the Board on a decision made by the Executive Board before Christmas. The Executive Board was asked to allow the use of cash back from the company credit card to be given to the TRPHD staff as a bonus for work during H1N1 activities. This money was not from a grant or other organization. The Executive Board gave their approval. Pierce requested that the Board ratify their decision. Motion by Garrelts and second by Rush to ratify the Executive Board’s decision. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

TRPHD Server update by Krohn. In August 2010, the current server warranty expires. TRPHD is currently researching options for hosting the server. 
Krohn updated the Board on current grants and projects. Krohn is working on a new proposal for the Young Children grant. This project will stay in Kearney and Lexington due to lack of funds to expand into additional areas at this time. 
The staff is working on strategic planning and the Balanced Score Card process with DKG Consulting. This will be presented to the Board upon completion. 
H1N1 funding-CDC changed to require all Phase III funds be utilized by the end of July 2010. Phase I and II funds can be carried over. 

Krohn mentioned the NALBOH Conference in Omaha on August 5-7th. Board Members are encouraged to attend. 

Krohn updated the Board on current legislative issues that the Public Health Departments are monitoring. 

Krohn asked the Board to consider Public H1N1 Clinics. Dr. Embury motioned to proceed in investigating public H1N1 clinics with the support of the medical communities. Rush seconded. Roll call vote. Ayes All. Motion carried. 

The next Board of Health meeting will be on Tuesday, April 6, 2010 in the conference room in the lower level of the Johnson Center. Supper will be served at 5:30 pm. 

Pierce adjourned the Two Rivers Public Health Department Board of Health meeting at 7:08.
